 � Check in to the net ONLY if you are able 
to take an assignment 
 � Check in with your full call sign only 
 �Wait to be acknowledged, and when 
you receive your assignment, safely 
move to your point
 �When you arrive at your point, check in 
with your point number only and wait to 
be acknowledged
 � Give your report and close that 
transmission with your call sign and 
point number.

This will greatly help the folks at the EOC 
as they are typing your information as you 
speak. Their reporting software is driven by 
the point number, not our call signs.
