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During the January Board meeting, the
directors discussed and voted to accept a
proposal to adjust members' annual dues.
The proposal called for a reduced "Full
Membership" from $20.00 to $15.00, leaving
the "Associate Membership" at $10.00.

The analysis behind the need to decrease
fees comes in multiple parts but primarily
focused on declining numbers, from

an average of 300 yearly memberships.
Specifically, the club has experienced a 13-18
percent decrease since 2015.

Bryan Leavitt, W@BCL, proposed an
amendment, which allows first-time
members to enjoy a reduced entry-level
membership during their first year of only
$10.00. With the recent implementation of
the FCC Personal License Application Fee,
the Board decided this amendment was a
good idea. The proposal and its amendment
passed: 7-0. For those who have already paid
2021 club dues, please see the back of the
LOG for options on how you want the club
to process the $5.00 overage.

Speaking of dues, our treasurer, Greg
Brown, KT@K, has elected not to attend
in-person meetings. We understand and
support you, Greg. So, moving forward,
please take advantage of an online option
to support the club. Greg tells me it is

MEET YOUR FELLOW HAM: K@AIZ

When asked to write something for the LOG,
I began to think about all the things that
are different in this new year. For one thing,
there might be a light at the end of the
COVID tunnel. I hope itisn't the headlamp
of an oncoming locomotive. For another
thing, | stepped into big shoes left by Rod
Blocksome, KODAS, when | became the
Midwest Division Director. So, there are
new things to keep me occupied and renew
my commitment to giving back to Amateur
Radio.

As I've said many times, ham radio gave me
many skills that have served me well as |
moved through my careers. It also gave me
many friends and a lot of respect for people
throughout the world.

On June 28, 1961, | received an official-
looking envelope from the Federal
Communications Commission. Inside was
my first license. Brandishing my new call,
WV6SAL, | got on the air with my friend
Steve, WA6CDU, and made my first contact.

Since then, among the tens of thousands
of contacts was a friend in Japan who
would meet me on 40-meter CW almost
every morning before | went to my high
school classes. There was the friend | made
in Australia when | spent a month "down
under" installing my equipment in the NASA
tracking station outside Canberra. Andrew,
VKIDA, and | met on a Canberra two-meter
repeater. Earlier that day, the Australian
telecommunications inspector had invited
me to tea to give me my Australian call,
VKI1AZ. He said they used my initials as a

little courtesy. Andrew and | had dinner
several times over the month, and he
arranged for me to go flying in a light plane
with a friend of his. A couple of years later,

I was thumbing through an old logbook.

| found a surprising entry — my first
Australian contact was with Andrew, VKIDA.
We were teenagers.

On June 28 of this year, | will celebrate 60
years of being an Amateur Radio operator.
Nostalgia takes me back to the transmitters
| built, the capacitors that committed
suicide with fantastic smoke and noise,
accompanied by my anxious mother's
comments. But mostly, | remember the
conversations and camaraderie amongst
many people. When | am concerned about
the divisiveness we all recognize, | can
remember that I've talked with people from
all backgrounds, religions, and political
leanings. Communists in the USSR and | had
friendly conversations about family, radio,
and the weather during the Cold War. |
talked to a Lithuanian Ham when | realized
that the prefix on his call was not right.

He explained that Lithuania had broken
away from the Soviet Union, so he used the
pre-communist prefix.

If we can maintain that level of
communications, then Amateur Radio
serves us well, even above all the technical
and public service accomplishments that
give us such pride. Our hobby and related
technical and operating interests connect us
to people like us, no matter their language,
religion, or politics. Let's celebrate that.

With my new ARRL hat on, | can tell you

that we face some interesting challenges

in keeping our frequencies, bringing young
people to the hobby, and supporting fellow
Hams in their technical and operational
activities. While | can easily say that the
ARRL has done a lot for Amateur Radio, it is
why ham radio is available.

| can also say that the organization has a
bright future. Our new CEO, David Minster,
NA2AA, is a remarkable person. He brings
fresh energy and clever ideas to move the
organization forward. You'll be hearing
about those things in the reports from the
first ARRL Board Meeting, held mid-January.

FCC APPLICATION FEE

The FCC has reconsidered

its proposed $50 application

fee and reduced it to $35.

The change was announced
December 29, 2020.

This fee is in response to the RAY BAUM'S
Act of 2018. The Act requires the FCC to
adopt a cost-based fee structure to cover
the costs of processing applications. This
replaced the schedule-based structure it has
used since 1986.

The original fees proposed in August of
2020, elicited a large number of responses.
The FCC considered the responses

and agreed that with the high level of
automation involved in license processing
that the proposed costs were too high.

The new application fees are as follows
(FCC 20-184, pg 15):

Type of Personal

License Application New Fee
New license $35
Special temporary authority $35
Rule waiver $35
Renewal $35
Vanity call sign $35

The starting date has not been set. The
FCC will announce the start date 30 days in
advance.
