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Get Your Technician License In One Day!
Yes  you can do it!

 There will be a one day Technician class offered on Saturday, March 1, 2025 at the Beatrice Chapel 
of the Church of JESUS CHRIST of Latter-Day Saints.  The address is 320 North 26th Street; Beatrice, 
Nebraska.
 Class will start at 8:00 am and go to approximately 5:30 pm, after a short break license 
exams will be offered and, if you pass you will get your Ham radio license, subject to a 
payment of $35.00 to the Federal Communications Commission (FCC).

Cost
 The class is absolutely free, but it would be great if you could bring some snacks to share 
(please no coffee, tea, or tobacco at the church).  There is a fee to take the license test; 18 and 
over it is $15.00, for those under 18 it is $5.00. The test is 35 multiple choice questions of 
which you must get at least 26 correct.
 After you pass the test, your license request will be submitted to the FCC and they will 
email you a bill for $35.00.  You have 10 days to pay it after which you will receive your license 
and call sign via email from the FCC.

Who may attend
Anyone with an interest in amateur radio.  Families are especially welcome, there are 

children as young as 7 that hold a ham license.  There are no daycare facilities at the church so 
this is not the place for young kids.
